This dish is not only absolutely delicious, but it is also fabulous-looking! You will definitely get the

Whenever I have vegetarians coming for a meal, I make this colorful dish. Eggplants shrink significantly when cooked, so don’t be concerned if all the pieces don’t fit into your 

saucepan at the same time. Keep adding eggplant squares as the others cook down. Keep in mind that if the dough is too sticky, you might have to add one more tablespoon or so of flour 

until the right consistency is achieved. This could be a product of cup measurement usage rather than 

weight. Also, different altitudes can also be a factor when it comes making any kind of dough.
Dough
½ cup water
½ cup olive oil
1 egg

1 teaspoon salt
2½ cups flour

Filling
1 large onion, diced into small squares
3 garlic cloves, pressed
3 tablespoons olive oil
2 large eggplants, peeled, diced into small squares
1 teaspoon salt
½ teaspoon pepper

1. Preheat oven to 350°F. 

to make the dough: 
2. Combine all dough ingredi-ents in a standing mixer fitted with a dough hook, or in a bread machine. The dough should resemble challah dough. Place the dough into a plastic bag and store in the refrigerator until ready to use. 

to make the filling: 
3. In a large saucepan, fry onions and garlic in olive oil until translucent. Add eggplant and stir until thoroughly cooked. Add salt and pepper and stir to combine. Set aside to cool.

4. Press the chilled dough into a 9”x13” oven-to-table baking dish that has been sprayed with oil, making sure to cover all sides. Prick the bottom and sides of the dough with a fork. 

5. Add the eggplant filling to the dough-lined baking dish and top with a pattern of zucchini, tomato, and olive slices. Sprinkle dried parsley on top and spray with olive oil. 
6. Bake, uncovered, for 45 minutes.

Cake: Cook 1 cup sugar with margarine, water, and chocolate, stirring until an even mixture forms. Remove from heat and cool for half an hour at room temperature. Mix the flour and baking soda. Beat the eggs with the remaining /  cup sugar for 5 minutes. Lower mixer speed and alternately add the chocolate and flour mixtures.

Preheat oven to 350°F. Line a 10 /  x 15 /  inch baking pan with parchment paper. Pour batter into pan and bake for 30 minutes. Freeze cake for about an hour and cut into 2-inch squares.

Chocolate layers: Melt the chocolate and spread in an even layer on the acetate sheet. When chocolate hardens, cut it into 24 2 x 2 inch squares. In 12 of the squares, cut a smaller, 1-inch square out of the center of the larger one, creating a sort of frame. Freeze chocolate for 10 minutes and remove from sheet. Return chocolate squares to freezer.
Cream balls: Melt the chocolate with the margarine and stir until completely combined. Add the Rich’s RichWhip and the liqueur. Mix well, and divide into 2 bowls. Wait until cream hardens somewhat and then whip up the contents of one of the bowls for about 1 minute, until the color lightens. Transfer each of the mixtures to a separate pastry bag with a plain round / -inch tip.

To assemble the plaisir, remove chocolate squares from freezer. Place a square of cake on a serving plate. Squeeze 9 small balls of the darker cream onto the cake. Gently place a chocolate square on top. Squeeze 9 small balls of the light cream on top of the chocolate. Carefully place a chocolate frame on top. Decorate the inside of the frame with fresh fruit.

Tip: For an exquisite look, substitute white chocolate for the chocolate layers.

Mix 

soup powder with milk and add to the mixture; 

stir and remove from the heat.

In a bowl, mix together the mayonnaise, mus--

tard and eggs, and add to the roux. Divide roux 

into 3 and mix each third by hand with 1 of the 

3 kinds of vegetables. Layer the 3 mixtures in 

the prepared pan and bake uncovered at 375°F 

for 15 minutes. Lower the heat to 350°F and 

bake for an additional 30-40 minutes. 

This is best prepared a day in advance and 

should not be too hot when slicing. When 

ready to serve, run a sharp knife around the 

outsied of the terraine. Cover the pan with a 

plate and invert. Remove the baking paper. This 

is most attractive when brought to the table 

whole.
